Code of Conduct

It is requested the WWII RPS amend the By-laws to include the following Code of Conduct that can be approved and modified by a consensus of the Board of Directors.  

Conduct that will result in immediate expulsion from WWII RPS:

1. A safety violation that endangers a life or limb, or which causes the WWII RPS to loose facilities access privileges.

2. Negligent acts resulting in the destruction of any military or private property.

3. Theft of property of any kind.

4. Allowing minors to consume alcohol.

5. Possession or abuse of illegal drugs at a WWII RPS event.

6. Committing slander against any WWII RPS member in a public domain, including the WWII RPS Internet Web page.

7. Driving a vehicle in an unsafe manner that results in injury to any person or damage to any property.

Conduct that may result in a 6-month suspension from WWII RPS:

1. A minor safety violation.

2. Any unnecessary noise in a camp or barracks after midnight.

3. Proselytizing.  Actively pursuing members of other Units.

4. Lobbying against members or Units.

5. Driving vehicles in an unsafe manner or in a manner that breaks the laws or rules at an event site.

6. Unauthorized consumption of alcoholic beverages at an event.

7. Failure of a member to report a known infraction of this Code of Conduct.

8. Failure of a member to honestly answer inquiries concerning infractions of this Code of Conduct.

A member receiving a written Citation for failure to comply with this Code of Conduct may request a hearing by the Board of Directors.  Such request must be made in writing, must contain the reasons the member believes the Citation is in error, and must be received by a member of the Board before the end of the fourteenth day after the citation was issued.  If a hearing is requested, such hearing will be held at the next available meeting of the Board, and such member will be suspended pending the hearing results.  If no hearing is requested, the expulsion or suspension, per the written citation, will be binding.
